improvements exceed 50% of the tax appraised value of the property,
and if adjacent taa public rightof-way or anadjacent lot containing
a singlefamily residential use.

(2) The screening wallshall be located within a teioot (10°) of the
property line.

(3) The screening walls shall be constructed of double wall brick or thin
wall brick. Thin wall columns are to be spaced no greater than
twelve feet (12°) on center. The brick shall be clay-fired brick of
natural colors.

(4) A combination of brick or stone masonry and decorative metal/iron
wall with brick or stone detailing may be used to create a change in
plane or texture at locations adjacent to the side yards in front of the
building line. Colimns shall be constructed of brick or stone and
centered no more than twerfiye feet (25) on center. Metal tubing
may be painted with epoxy paint, the color which to be approved by
the City.

(5) Required wall heights, measured at the spans betweenrnslshall
be a minimum of eight feet (8°) in height from natural grade.

(6) All screening wall plans and details shall be approved and sealed
licensed civil or structural engineer.

(7) The screening wall shall be constructed and completed prior to the
release ofiny building permits within the subdivision. If screening
wall construction is underway at the time of final acceptance of the
infrastructure, then ten percent (10%) of the building permits may be
released by the City Manager or his designee.

Variances. The City Council may grant a variance upon submission of
design plans showing that the approach to screening is better than the
standards imposed by this chapter, or is moompatible with
surrounding developed properties.

The City Council, upon applicatioduly filed by the applicant may grant

a variance from the termand requirementof this chapter upon
affirmative vote of the majority of the City Council members present and
voting on such variances. Thpplication for a variance shall set forth in
specific language the grounds or reasons upon which such a variance
request is being made.

At the time the variance application is filed with the City Secretary, the
applicant shall pay a fee of $500.00 to rdgfcosts of handling and
processing the application and this fee shall not be refundable regardless
of the disposition of the application.

Good Afternoon Jason,

The Fire Department will be replacing (2) current vehicles; 1993 Spartan Heavy Rescue & 1999 Super-
duty F-350. The replacement will be 2017 F-550 Ford Gasoline Utility/Cascade vehicle. Our current
portable breathing air compressor and (4) bank cascade system will be retro-fitted into the replacement
vehicle. This vehicle will be housed inside Fire Station # 1 rather than outside 24/7 as the current
Cascade vehicle

Brindlee Mountain will broker the vehicles to be sold through their nationwide advertising/sales team.
The cost to the City of Humble will be 10% of the sales price for amounts under $100K which is the
expected sales price due to age and condition of the used vehicles. However should the sales price
exceed $100K - $150K the percentage drops to 7%. At your direction Mr. Jason Mead will be forwarding
a copy of form-1295 (Conflict of interest) for Brindlee Mountain.
